The Community Analysis Zone (CAZ) for the
Crestview community was established using
Crestview Elementary School as a reference
point and includes the area within a two-mile
radius of the school (the black circle in the map
at right).

The CAZ delimits an area that overlaps, but is
not identical to, the Crestview school bounda-
ries. The CAZ allows for analysis of data about
residents, neighborhoods and services that,
while not necessarily located within the official
school boundaries, nevertheless pertains di-
rectly to the community served by the Caring
Communities site.

For the purpose of this book the boundaries of
the Crestview CAZ and the “Crestview commu-
nity” are the same, and the terms “CAZ” and
“community” are used interchangeably.

Data for the site book was obtained from a
number of resources including but not limited
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to the City of Kansas City, Mo.; U.S. Census Bureau; Clay County, Mo.; Missouri Department of Elemen-

tary and Secondary Education; Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services; United Way of

Greater Kansas City; Missouri Department of Social Services; University of Missouri-Kansas City Center

for Economic Information; and University of Michigan National Poverty Center.

Community data was analyzed by census tract within the CAZ. Census tracts are small, relatively perma-

nent statistical subdivisions of a county delineated by local participants as part of the U.S. Census Bu-

reau's Participant Statistical Areas Program. The U.S. Census Bureau delineated census tracts in situa-

tions where no local participant existed or where local or tribal governments declined to participate.

Census tracts generally have between 1,500 and 8,000 people, with an optimum size of 4,000 people.
